Soundcheck 

The promoter agrees to ensure that the artist will have full sound and lighting checks, preferably 1 hour prior to admission of audience. 

Lights 

Please use your own creativity depending on the possibilities. Preferred colours are: white, yellow and blue and green. Minimum use of stroboscopes. Lights should be ambient, organic and atmospheric. The pars should not be aimed at the audience directly.
On arrival 
On arrival the artist would appreciate it if some fresh fruit, bread & condiments (peanut butter, hummus, cheese etc.) + tea, coffee, water and juice were made available .

Parking 
Band and crew will be travelling with one 8 passenger van or similar van which needs a safe parking space near by the venue free of charge.

 Merchandising
The artist is entitled to sell merchandise articles at the venue/the ground; CD’s, t-shirts etc. The venue will provide a space + a table that is large enough. The venue will also make sure that there is enough lighting available for the merchandise to be properly displayed. 

The artist solely determines merchandise pricing and none of the profit goes to the venue. 

Catering 
The artist will receive a hot meal and beverages (or a buy-out of at least 10 EUR per person) on the evening of the show; preferably 2 hours before playing time. 

Note: vegetarian food is preferred but not required!
During the evening of the show the artist would appreciate a minimum of 5 drinks (or drink-tickets) per person. So, 20 drinks for 4 people.

On the day after the show the artist will be provided with a sufficient breakfast (sandwiches, coffee, tea, milk, fruit, fresh orange juice etc.) for four (4) persons. 

Accomodation 
Sleeping places and shower facilities will be provided by the promoter in a clean and quiet environment for five (5) persons. If the promoter fails to do so, the promoter will provide reasonable accommodation at its own expense. Internet access would be highly appreciated.
